· “Arlington National Cemetery,” which honors our veterans and the more than three million Americans buried in our national cemeteries.

· “Glory, Glory Hallelujah,” which showcases President John F. Kennedy’s rider-less horse – empty boots reversed in the saddle – trotting briskly in his funeral procession, and civil rights pioneer Rosa Parks, who was the first woman to lie in state at the Capitol Rotunda.

· “The Lord is My Shepherd,” a poignant tribute to public safety officers killed in the line of duty.
Other moving exhibits include a display about Abraham Lincoln featuring a reproduction of his casket and tracing his nearly three-week funeral procession, and “The Final Curtain,” which pays homage to celebrities, including Marilyn Monroe, Dale Earnhardt and Elvis.
